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Arkansas Code Annotated § 21-8-1001 and §21-8-301, require members of a 
state board to disclose conflicts of interest. Specifically, no member of a state 
board shall participate in, vote on, influence, or attempt to influence an official 
decision if the member has a pecuniary interest in the matter under consideration 
by the board. Therefore, it is a requirement of each DUR member to review the 
agenda at each meeting and determine if a conflict of interest exist. If so, a 
Disclosure of Conflict of Interest form must be completed.  
 

If a board member reasonably suspects to either sustain a financial loss or obtain 
a financial gain as a result of his/her involvement of an item on the DUR Board 
agenda, then it is the responsibility of the member to disclose the conflict of 
interest.
